Suspect Arrested In Shooting and
Robbery of Prominent Attorney

Late Monday, homicide

detectives arrested and
held in Clark County Jail a
man believed to be the
sought-after ‘‘Danny,”
who was wanted in the
shooting of Las Vegas at-
torney Kevin Kelly. The
suspect, identified by
police as Danny Ray
Bailey, 19, of 1000 Silver-
man St., has been booked
for attempted murder,
robbery, possession of
stolen property, use of a
deadly weapon and grand
larceny auto. He was
picked up at his home
after police investigators
pieced together informa-
tion leading to the sus-

pect.

Kelly, who gained pro-
minence as the attorney

for convicted arsonist-
murderer Philip Cline,

who was sentenced to:

eight life terms in prison
for setting the Hilton
Hotel fire that took the
lives of eight people in
February 1981, is reported
in satisfactory condition at
Southern Nevada Memor-
ial Hospital after being
shot in the chest, groin,
finger and leg with his
own gun used by the sus-
pect.

The attorney reported
tc police that he was driv-
ing his car along Charles-
ton Blvd. when he saw a
young black man hitch-
hiking in the rain. He said
he offered the man a ride,
befriended him and took
him home with him to

Sgt. Ed Schaub of
Metro’s homicide depart-
ment revealed that the
gun has not been located,
but that investigators
believe they know where
it can be found. However,
they declined to divulge
the whereabouts of the
weapon.

Man Killed
Attempting
‘Break-In

Don Christensen, 27,
was shot to death last Fri-
day attempting to break
into the home of John
Robinson, 50, of 1000 W.
Monroe, Apt. 1.

Metro Police homicide
detectives said Christen-
sen was trying to enter the
home by banging and
kicking the door. Officers
said Christensen was look-
ing for his ex-girlfriend.

Christensen was trans-
ported to Southern Nev-
ada Memorial Hospital,
where he died about 4:14
a.m. He had been shot in
the abdomen with a shot-
gun.

This was the 63rd homi-
cide of the year as com-
pared with 85 for the same
time period last vear.

Police were reported
submitting the casé to the
district attorney’s office
since it may turn out to be
justifiable homicide.
