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LaTasha said that Kwanzaa helps reinforce 

the interest she has in her own heritage. She also 
said the holiday helps confirm her personal moral 
beliefs. 

“I believe most people are good people. Most 
of us try to live out these principles everyday, even 

if we are not conscience of it. But, I think it's good 
that we remind ourselves of them every now and 

then," LaTasha said. 
Kwanzaa, or Our Black Holy Days, is observed 

from Dec. 6 through Jan. 1. The seven-day 
African American holiday celebrates what is called 
the seven principles of blackness. 

A different principle is observed each day of 
the holiday. The principles are Umoja (unity), 

Kujichagulia (self-determination), Ujima (collec- 
tive work and responsibility), Ujamaa (cooperative 
economics), Nia (purpose), Kuumba (creativity), 
and Imani (faith).
