AN EVENTFUL YEAR

orypRs OOKING back over a long and
moderately eventful life, the
year nineteen hundred and

Pow B fifteen stands out as one of

the pleasantest and most eventful, al-

though financially, it was one of my

most difficult years.

That year was the second one of
World War I, and while war business
and industries made the big cities very
popular it gave nothing to the small
inland towns such as Las Vegas, except
the patriotic duty of sending our sons
to the armed forces.

To me that year of 1915 was particu-
larly important, because it was the
year of the two great expositions of
San Diego, which opened January 1,
1915, and the other at San Francisco,
which opened a little later.

The most interesting feature of the
exposition year so far as I was con-
cerned, was the fact that I had been
named Honorary Commissioner to rep-
resent the state of Nevada at both
expositions. In response to a batch of
invitations to attend various dinners,
receptions and other features of the
opening, I was on the Santa Fe train
which rolled into the San Diego depot
about dark on the evening of Decem-
ber 31, 1914.

There was a big crowd on the train
and by the time I reached the street
where the taxis were stationed, there
was only one cab left which I promptly
commandeered and was just starting
out when I heard a shout and saw
a man running toward us. I asked the
driver to stop and we waited a

¥M BACK again at my apart-
ment in Long Beach and after
less than a week I am bored
3 to death and ready to take
off What with the hazy weather, sun
never shining, and dead and dirty
landscapes, there isn’t much to say for
this place any more. Can remember
back when, before the war, one could
swim every day, when it rained a lot
but the sun always shone afterwards,
there was no smog and very little fog,
and the highways were not cluttered.
That was in the days when people
from the east and midwest came to
Long Beach, Santa Monica, Hollywood
and Santa Barbara to retire. But that
happens very seldom now. I hope Las
Vegas is capitelizing on these adverse
conditions and going all out to get the
midwesterners to retire there instead
of on the coast.

Last evening I saw a couple of good
movies—The Virgin Queen, and Marty.
WHY DON'T THEY put a caption un-
der the actors and actresses for the
first picture or two so that we would
know who they are. I sit through every
single movie and like some person or
other and forever am wondering who
it is. It wouldn’t cost a red cent to
run a name under the stars—same as
they do under foreign movies with
American . sub-titles. I know many
movie moguls read this magazine and
I hope they will take this suggestion.
It is frustrating to not know who is
who in every single picture. And I
know if I do not know who the actors
are that many millions of others do
not either.

Had dinner at what is advertised to
be the World’s Most Beautiful Res-
taurant, the new CHANDELIER out
in Bixby Knolls on Atlantic Avenue
here in Long Beach. It is nice, but
just another restaurant. They advertise
music. Why can they not have the

musicians play during the dinner hour?
Our dinner cost us about $4.00 apiece
and I think we are entitled to music
same as the late comers that only come
to dance and have a drink or two.
In all of America there are very few
places that feature dinner music. I
think every good restaurant should
have at least wandering minstrels, a
violinist and cellist and pianist, at
least. With the prices they get today
they certainly can afford it.

I am getting so I do not care to
go out to eat any more. Used to be
that it was a thrill to go to a restaurant
to eat, but that certainly was in the
old days. Suppose that is why so many
Americans are trekking to Europe in
droves—because over there every din-
ner out is an adventure worthwhile and
different from any other place one has
eaten. But in America they are just
run of the mill places serving the very
same things in the very same style.
Name me a place that is different if
you can and I shall certainly try it.
As far as food goes I will say that
Las Vegas hotels have the best in the
country today, New Orleans and San
Francisco notwithstanding. And I do
enjoy eating out up there very much,
and I have never heard anyone say
they didn’t feel the same way about
our desert city. If I were investing a
fortune in a nice restaurant you can
bet your shirt I wouldn’t serve the
food, all on the plate, vegetables just
heated up from cans or frozen Kkinds,
coffee in the cup, and sugar and
creamers that are the same the world
over. Why can’t each thing be served
individually and from a flaming dish
or casserole? And why can’t every
salad be tossed at the table? Having
the waiter lift the food onto your plate,
pour your coffee, toss your salad, serve
your butter from an iced dish, and
pass you the bread, are such little
things but mean so much toward gra-
cious dining.

And another thing while on the
subject. Why cannot restaurants be the
cleanest and nicest places in a town

moment. The breathless fellow cauzht
up with us and asked if he might ride
up town. I invited him in and asked
at what hotel he was staying. He
replied that he had no reservation, but
had been sent by his paper (San Fran-
cisco Bulletin) at the last minute to
cover the opening of the Exposition.
I suggested that he go with me to
the U. S. Grant Hotel where I had
reservations and, as I was acquainted
with the official of the Exposition who
had charge of hotel reservations, I
would try to help him. So, after regis-
tering and being assigned to a large
room on the second floor, I went to
the office of the official who was in
charge of accommodations, but could
get no room for my new-found friend.
But I secured formal invitations for
him to all the opening functions. When
I returned to the hotel I persuaded
the manager to put an extra bed in
my room to accommodate this new
San Francisco friend.

About ten thirty we went to the
opening banquet and were seated near
the head table just across from a very
distinguished group = of ladies and
gentlemen. Of course I struck up a
conversation with a military man
across the table. He introduced him-
self as a General; (driven out of
Belgium by the German invasion) then
a lady next to him (an opera singer,
also a refugee from Belgium) and then
to a most distinguished looking elderly
lady next to him on the other side,
as Madame Tingley, head of the
Theosophists of America.

I had heard of this lady and that
she had built a great religious center
on Point Loma, near San Diego. In
the conversation which followed she
expressed great interest when I told
her about the “Honor Plan” which
had been instituted by Governor Oddie
in the Nevada State Prison and was
being carried on by his successor, Gov-
ernor Emmet D. Boyle. So she invited
me and my San Francisco friend to
be her guests the next day and that
she would have a car for us at our
hotel at three o’clock.

It was about 11:30 when the banquet
broke up after the principal speaker,
Wm. G. McAdoo, President Wilson’s
right hand man, finished his oration.
Madame Tingley took us in her car
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to the Exposition grounds, and there,
at the stroke of midnight, the great
organ gave its voice to announce the
opening — and the beautiful lights
were turned on. Now, the Pacific Pana-
ma Exposition was duly opened. I
still have a large book which Madame
Tingley wrote about Theosophy, which
she inscribed to me that evening.

After I had joined a group of men
who had gone swimming in San Diego
Bay every New Year’s Day (I dived
in and got out as quickly as possible —
nearly frozen), the Theosophist official
with the big car was at the door of
the U. S. Grant Hotel . . . and took us
for a long drive about Point Loma and
I had a delightful time, especially in
viewing the small city Madame Tingley
had built, with a great, glass-domed
auditorium in the center. We had quite
a formal dinner with about a dozen
of the colony’s high officials (but no
Madame Tingley), after which we were
invited to follow our General. He took
us into the large, domed auditorium
and we were ushered down the aisle
to the front of the stage near which
there were three chairs. My San Fran-
cisco friend was asked to sit in the
one at the left and I was seated in
the chair at the right and there was
a bouquet of white flowers in the
center chair. As we sat there we
looked at a large audience of 500 or
more people and I felt very uncom-
fortable.

Suddently the audience rose and I
saw a stately figure in white robes
coming toward us. It was Madame
Tingley, and I have always been glad
that I had the presence of mind to
pick up that bouquet (before she sat
on it) and present it to her. Then began
one of the most delightful musical
programs I have ever heard. As an
example, a group of four young people
would appear carrying stools and their
violins. There seated before us they
would play the most delightful music
I have ever heard. This program con-
tinued for perhaps a couple of hours.
Then the General approached me and
asked if I would speak to the audi-
ence. I was in a terrible spot, but an
inspiration came to my help, and I
told how, in 1888 I saw Point Loma
when it was a barren, wind-swept
desert and that now their leader, Mad-
am Tingley, had made a paradise of
it. I quit in time and was loudly
applauded by the audience. Then the

meeting was dismissed and I had to
shake about a thousand hands before
we could leave.

It was then about eleven o’clock
and the General told us that Madame
would entertain us at their home. The
house was a stately mansion filled
with rare and beautiful objects brought
by Madame in her travels, from every
part of the world. Then the group
sat in the beautiful living room and
drank rare liquors and conversed. I
told all I knew (probably more) about
Nevada’s State Prison and the “Honor
System” which Governor Oddie had
put in effect, and we were returned
to our hotel about 3:00 a.m. That had
been a strenuous and never-to-be for-
gotten day for me.

Governor Emmett D. Boyle issued
a proclamation setting July 7, 1915
as “Nevada Day” at the San Francisco
Exposition. I had been appointed Com-
missioner by Governor Oddie, but
Governor Boyle did everything possible
to make my position pleasant. So on
the day before Nevada Day, I secured
my hotel room at the Stewart on Geary
Street. I had written my bulletin
columnist that I would be in San
Francisco and hoped to see him. The
morning of my arrival I had a few
errands to attend to and when at noon
I returned to my hotel, there was my
friend waiting for me in the Ilobby.
He asked me to take a ride with him
and led the way to his car. There, in
the car, was my baggage. He told me
I was to stay with him while in San
Francisco and with some misgivings I
went with him. He drove to a large
apartment house on Green street,
ushered me to a large room and told
me it was to be my home while in
San Francisco. Then he took me to
the living room at the rear of the
apartment where there were large
windows from which one could look
down on the Exposition grounds — and
I was glad I was there. He had a
housekeeper who prepared dinner
every evening at seven and breakfast
whenever one felt like getting up. I
was within easy walking distance of
the Exposition grounds and I think
I was the most fortunate person in
San Francisco.

The Exposition was wonderful and
beautiful and that was probably the
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first time colored lights were used
profusely. There is no use trying to
tell about it. The last time I was in
San Francisco one or two of the beau-
tiful palaces of the Exposition were
still there.

I am planning to attend the Re-
publican National Convention begin-
ning August 20, but I have little hope
of again meeting my friend of the
two 1915 Expositions. Please excuse
me for writing such a batch of my
personal experiences, but my pending
visit to the Republican National Con-
vention broucht up memories which
simply would not down.

I wish to state that, in that parade
down Market street that “Nevada
Day,” Mrs. Emmet D. Boyle, wife of
our Governor, was the Queen of them
a'l! Dianified, Charming, Sweet and
Beautiful. She still lives in Reno, I
understand. She’s a subscriber to FLV
Magazine and I hope this issue comes
to her attention so that she may know
that we still remember her. (Ed. Note:)
It will Pop, and that’s for sure.
