PAHRUMP VALLEY

“' MONTH or two ago, my

X ))}' story in Fabulous Las Vegas
L 8I8.d Magazine was about the
Pahrump Valley; a wide, sun-kissed
valley spreading some sixty miles or
more across the country west of the
Spring Mountains. These are better
known in this region as the Charleston
Range.

This week we have something new
to write about the same valley. This
“something new” came to us in the
form of a phone call from our friend,
Dorothy Dorothy, who told us that
she and her husband, Dale, had sold
their many-acred ranch and were now
living in Las Vegas. They also men-
tioned that another of our old time

friends in Pahrump Valley, Frank A.
Buol, had also sold his property there,
but kept a clause in the deed giving
him the privilege of remaining in his
old home as long as he cared to. We
were not informed of the price in-
volved in the transactions.

The Dorothy family has been
among the leaders in promoting the
valley as a cotton growing area and
during the past few years have been
quite successful in this task. Their
ranch was not only planted and well
cared for, but also had a most attrac-
tive home with well kept grounds.
Out in the barnyard were sheds under
which there were many large and
mysterious looking pieces of ma-
chinery used in the planting, caring

for and picking of the crop.

Frank A. Buol long ago was a resi-
dent of Las Vegas and was a brother
to our first Mayor, Peter Buol, who
was elected to that office after the
city was incorporated in 1912. In 1908,
Frank couldnt stand the growing
pains of Las Vegas and took up some
land in the Pahrump Valley, where
he has lived ever since; happy and
content in the quiet of his beloved
ranch home. He has devoted his time
and efforts to the growing of grapes
and other fruits and nuts, all with a
good deal of success.

This valley is generously watered
from the melting snow of the nearby
mountains and while the soil is gen-
erally sandy it is fertile. It is very
responsive to irrigation and cultiva-
tion. Fruits, nuts and berries thrive
well and for the past few years, cot-
ton has been cultivated in consider-
able quantities. According to some
experts, when a cotton gin is located
in the area, there will be a very profit-
able crop.

With the introduction of cotton

6

picking machines they will not have
to go to the trouble to bring in cheap
labor, as they did years ago when
Charles Sprague planted cotton at the
Winterwood Ranch between Vegas
and what is now Henderson, and then
not be able to find any pickers as
happened in those days.

One thing is noticeable about the
grapes grown in Southern Nevada,
and that is that the sugar content is
very high. In 1893, Helen ]. Stewart,
who was then living at the Old Ranch
here in Las Vegas, sent an exhibit of
grapes grown in her vineyard to the
World’s Fair in Chicago and received
first prize for sugar content.

Not many people now living here
in Las Vegas know either, that the
growing of cotton was at one time the
backbone of industry in Southern Ne-
vada and Utah. At this time most of
the cultivated land in the Moapa and
Virgin Valleys was devoted to its cul-
ture, and the whole countryside was
white when it was in season waiting
to be picked.

e w8 by not feeling well, and
when 1 got into Mexico City the high
alttude boﬂzered me for the first tzme
in my life. This caused me to cut short
my trip by at least two weeks. I also
decided against going on to Florida
end headed directly for Rochester,
M nnesota and the MAYO CLINIC
for a complete check-up.

To make matters worse, along with
my not feeling well, just as I got
about thirty miles outside of Mexico
City I had a flat tire. By the time
I got it changed I had an audience of
cver one-hundred Mexicans each with
his herd of goats, sheep or cattle, all
standing around gaping at me as I
struggled and sweat.

Then, when I got up the line to
Ixmiquilpan and the H. R. DOBBS
RESTAURANT AND SERVICE
STOP — one you shouldn’t pass up
by the way — they had a tire, but
no valve for the tubeless rim. So,
rather than go back into Mexico City,
1 decided to go on, and for about a
hundred and ninety-five miles I had
to drive knowing I had no spare. Of
course, the usual fog closed in on
this 10,000 foot high highway with
no guard rails and no room even to
stop. Believe me I had a nightmarish
ride for some nine hours as this is
one of the highest, most dangerous
mountain roads in the entire world.
Boy, was I glad when I finally saw
the lights of VALLES come into view
and I knew I was only six miles from
my favorite Mexican Spa, HOTEL
TANINUL!

I arrived at ten at night, but thanks
to Mexican customs, dinner was just
being served and I certainly was in
luck.

After dinner, at 11:30 that night,

I went for a swim in the huge oval
sulphur pool where the water is so
very hot and the air so warm that
everyone spends hours in and out of
the pool before going to bed.

The TANINUL is the longest hotel
in the world and boasts the longest
porch. It must be several hundred
feet longer than the smart GRAND
HOTEL on Mackinac Island up in
Lake Michigan and certainly the
TANINUL is as fine as any health-
spa hotel in the world. The rooms are
beautiful, air-conditioned, clean as a
whistle and the three meals a day
couldn’t be better, or served more
gracefully. These Mexican waiters are
artists in their work! There is a lovely
big barroom and overlooking the pool
and gardens, underneath the high cliff
mountain that fringes this hotel, is a
cave night club that is about as
unique as you will ever find anyplace
in the world.

Wilson Pue, a very good friend of
long-standing, is the manager of the
TANINUL and his sister, whom I met
this trip, is married to the owner, a
former Governor of this state. I under-
stand there are, if you can picture it,
265,000 acres in this ranch which
boasts, besides the hotel, thousands
upon thousands of orange trees, many
pools (one of which is cool water
coming out from an underground
stream over cascades) and thousands
of head of cattle.

Even with all of this the rates here
are just $8.00 a day for everything:
Meals, lodging, horseback riding, fish-
ing, hunting and swimming. Absolute-
ly no extras. This is your very best
vacation bet and it is only a day or
so out of Laredo, Texas. I really swell
with pride when I see my “RECOM-
DENDED BY ROLAND HILL in
HILLSWAY” sign outside of this spot.

the century. After it had been in busi-
ness a few years it was sold to a co-
operative concern, the Rio Virgin
Manufacturing Company, who in-
stalled more up-to-date machinery
making it into the most complete
factory in Utah for the processing of
both cotton and wool.

This cotton was carded, spun and
woven into cloth and samples of it
were sent to Salt Lake City where it
aroused considerable interest. Some of
it was sent to England where it com-
pared favorably with cloth woven
elsewhere.

The story behind the planting of
cotton in Southern Utah and Nevada
is a very interesting one.

In 1854 it was necessary for a man
named Gus Hardy to make a trip to
Parown, in Utah. While there, he met
a woman who had just arrived from
one of the southern states. She talked
with Hardy about the similarity of the
two climates and told him that she
thought Southern Utah and Nevada
were well adapted to the growing of
cotton. She gave Hardy a quart of
cotton seed, which she had brought
with her, and also directions for the
preparation of the soil and planting
of the seed. In 1855 there was the
first of many fine crops of cotton
raised in Southern Utah.

Cotton soon became one of the
main crops grown throughout the
southern part of both states and there
was scarcely a home that did not
have a boom in it and the women in
the families all were proficient in its
use, especially during the years of the
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Civil War when the cotton business in
the South came to almost a complete
standstill for a time. It is said that
one year in particular, so much at-
tention was given to the planting and
care of the cotton crop, many farmers
neglected to plant the grain and gar-
den stuff needed for their animals and
themselves and they endured a very
hard winter as a consequence.

Somehow I seem to have a great
deal of reverence for this old building
that meant so much to those people
who were working hard to bring
civilization to these desert wastes.
Like old Fort Callville, it was staunch-
ly built and has stood the ravages of
time.

When 1 see the amazing changes
that have taken place in this western
country since I came to Los Angeles,
July 24, 1887, T wonder that any per-
son can lose faith in it. Los Angeles
was then a straggling town of per-
haps 65 thousand and now it is a
city of over 2 million and the popula-

* tion hub of another 8 million. All of

this from the outgrowth of the use
of the soil, the climate and the enter-
prise of man. I can see no reason why
the same thing could not happen right
Lere in Southern Nevada.
