Mr. Franchel, who has long con-
ducted classes on self improvement
at the Hollywood Roosevelt Hotel in
Hollywood, is currently presenting
“Mysteries of the Mind” which he
has incorporated into the Larry Fin-
ley Show nightly on Television.

Mr. Frzpchel also stated that he
has thorough protection on his tech-
nique of screen and movie hypnosis
for audiences —.so it appears that the
only way movies will incorporate this
teature, which has so sensationalized
the currently playing “Horrors of the
Black Museum” — is to employ or
buy Mr. Franchel’s priority and own-
ership of Hypnosis on the screen.
