Rod McKuen does more for me
than any modern composer. I play
the albums (RCA-Victor) of this pro-
lific young composer, singing his own
words with his own music, and I don’t
know a more delightful way to spend
a few relaxing hours in fantasy, in
memories, in dreams, in feeling moods
and emotions, love and environment,
all that he sings of. This talented
troubadour sets the stage and holds
his listeners in his arms. And they see
and hear and feel and remember and
indulge and become acquainted with
sights and scenes and people and
places and memories and nostalgia
and new impressions, as Rod does.
Recently, I heard him in person at his
concert at the Troubadour in Holly-
wood, and then again at the Hungry
Eye in San Francisco, where he has
broken house records.
