Now of legitimate Social Se-
curity age, white hatched, sun-tanned
Wayne, a resident of Phoenix, told us
he still works with a set orchestra, a
good number of weeks a year. He ad-
mitted he spaces his bookings so that
very few run more than three days
in length. This gives him a chance to
enjoy life, remain active and still
touch bases with the advantages of
semi-retirement.

In those days and nights around
1932 when King was a musical Gala-
had to the romantic kids and oldsters,
it was easy to make your mark if the
ether waves carried your message.
