FABULOUS LAS VEGAS

DATELINE . . . Minneapolis Ath-
letic Club, Minneaapolis, Minnesota.

I left Las Vegas in the early hours
of dawn, thus avoiding any warm
driving. It was like a breath of spring
getting into Southern Utah and find-
ing all the fruit stands along the road
going full blast in the shade of huge
trees. A separate world from the des-
ett. As I hadn’t been through the
Utah National Parks in a few years,
I decided to take the back route and
first visited Zion National Park and
then Bryce Canyon National Parks,
as well as Cedar Breaks National
Monument.

One of my favorite eating spots is
the Jelly Roger in Evanston, Wyom-
ing. I have known youngish, affable
Joe Wheeler for several years. He has
taken this old flour mill and turned
it into one of the most unique dining
spots in the country. There is a private
club in the basement and on the first
floor is a dandy little bar and dining
area, surrounding a huge fireplace.
Also an open barbecue and broiling
pit, and an iced case where you pick
out your own steaks and watch them
being broiled.

It was about 9:00 p.m. when I fin-
ished eating and I decided to drive
to Little America, another of Amer-
ica’s unique watering spots, but just
as I left Evanston, a snow storm (yes,
snow storm in June) started and for
60 miles I drove in the most blinding
blizzard I believe I have ever been
through. Luckily it was a four-lane
divided highway or I am sure I never
would have been able to make it,
and with no traffic either way.

Little America is an oasis out in the
wilds of Wyoming that will amaze
you the first time you see it, and even
every time thereafter. Miles and miles
from nowhere, here you will find a
three hundred room motel, the larg-
est filling station in the world, a huge
coffee shop, dining room seating hun-
dreds, excellent gift shop with imports

ite spot of mine for the past many
years, the Falcon Restaurant along:
