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AMONG THE incredible allegori-

How
nice it would be if any one of us could
feel honestly that we have in some
way made this world a better place
for having been born in it.

Roland Rich Woolley is such a man.
At the Lakeside Golf Club, he and his
wife celebrated their Golden Wed-
ding Anniversary. This is the brilliant
and dynamic attorney who has made
world headlines winning the famed
“Mary Astor Diary,” the “Aimee Mc-
Pherson,” “the Ann Harding,” “the
Jack Barrymore-Elaine Barrie,” “the
Lionel Barrymare,” “the Kay Spreckles
(Gable),” “the Olivia De Haviland”
cases, with so many precedent-estab-
lishing-lawsuits—lasting on front pages
for thirty consecutive days or more.
Many were given a glimpse behind the
scenes of “the family man” and his
own private life, which he has kept in-
tact from the hectic pressures and the
world’s gaze.

The serene, pretty face of his wife
Alice, who was the daughter of the
Governor of Utah when they married,
and the tranquil happiness they re-
flected, as their only child, golden-
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tressed Miss Mary danced the anni-
versary waltz with Mr. Del Saco, after
the cutting of the wedding cake, re-
vealed the happy home life of a great
man who fought like a tiger, with fi-
nesse, in the world’s courts and al-
ways won his case for his noted
clients. “A bear goes home to lick its
wounds,” and “behind every great and
successful man is a good woman,”
were the tried and true philosophies
that came to mind as you watched
this handsome, vigorous man with his
lovely wife (she wore a chic pink
satin brocade) greet hosts of the
world’s noted who'd come to cele-
brate with them.

It was more, much more than the
elegance of the flowers and the buffet
tables, for here and there friends
reminisced, and so a story began to
unfold. One that made Roland Rich
Woolley more than the headline fi-
gure in the news, whom California
has well and long known.

In 1851, his grandfather led 450
Mormons with 1100 head of stock
from Salt Lake City through the wilds
of the Nevada desert to establish and
settle San Bernardino, California. He
was Charles C. Rich, one of the
twelve apostles under Brigham Young
of the Church of Jesus Christ of Lat-
ter Day Saints, known more common-
ly as the Mormon Church. His pa-
ternal grandfather was church busi-
ness manager for twenty years under
Brigham Young, who led the perse-
cuted Mormons from Nauvoo to the
west to find a place where they could
worship God as they chose, in free-
dom. His grandfather, with his wife,
sailed to the Hawaiian Islands for a
four-year mission for the church in a
sailboat, taking thirty days for the
crossing.

“I was one of nine children,” said
Mr. Woolley. “I knew poverty as a
child, and it became an obsession with

me to make good. I worked my way
through and graduated from George
Washington University Law School.
Then I took postgraduate law school
at the University of Chicago.”

In Utah, the magic names were
Jack Dempsey and Roland Rich Wool-
ley who'd “both made their mark in
the world.” Mr. Woolley, with his
own racing stables and colors at Santa
Anita, a political power, besides win-
ning the big court cases. He was a
dashing figure!

He lived in a mansion with a run-
ning brook, all of unbelievable splen-
dor, with Bop Hope his next door
neighbor. He rode his famed Arabian
horses with their silver trappings, an-
nually, in the New Year’s Day Pa-
rade of the Tournament of Roses. He
rode with Sheriff Gene Biscailuz and
his Rancheroes Vistadores, a group of
leading men who annually re-enacted
the customs of the early Spanish, vis-
iting the neighboring ranches at the
harvest.

At the party commemorating fifty
years of a happy and successful per-
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sonal life, it was whispered that he
has freely given two $50,000.00 church
organs; that he is as active in his re-
ligious work and the help of his fel-
low men as he has been on the glory
road scene of the front pages.

When I asked, he modestly smiled
and said “T've had a good life. I have
a good life. In 1947, T had a severe
illness. I promised the Lord if I would
recover I would make my life useful
to him. It is rewarding and I receive
and find joy.” Each morning he rides
horseback, a custom he has long en-
gaged in, to maintain the vigor and
robust health required to continue his
activities.

As for the millions that have come
with hard work, as they have come to
his neighbor Bob Hope, Mr. Woolley
smiled, “I am only a trustee, as are all
of us, of this world’s goods.”

There are so many kinds of people
who make this world such a “good,”
or “such-as-you-find-it” place it is.

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IN THE MAILS a few weeks ago
came the most beautiful engraved in-
vitation I have ever received.

“Conrad N. Hilton, Chairman, Hilton
Hotels Corporation, Barron Hilton
President, Hilton Hotels Corporation
and Herbert P. Buetow, President,
Saint Paul Hilton, cordially invite Mr.
Roland Hill to attend the Opening
Festivities of the SAINT PAUL HIL-
TON, St. Paul, Minnesota, September
fifteenth to eighteenth, Nineteen hun-
dred and sixty six.” I have had many
wonderful invitations in my life, but
this one turned out to be the finest.
We checked in on Thursday and from
the moment we were settled things
began to happen. Gifts started to ar-
rive in the room. Incidentally, the
room was magnificent, overlooking
the Mississippi River just below, and
across the street—Kellogg Boulevard,
named after the late statesman, Frank
B. Kellogg, former Senator from Min-
nesota, Secretary of State and later
Ambassador to England. A huge bou-
quet was in the room, an exceptional
basket of the finest fruits and candies,
a box of bottled in bond liqueurs, set-
ups, a Hilton desk set and a birchbark
canoe filled with imported candies
from the Trappers Bar downstairs.

Friday morning at 10:30,
there was a band concert on Kellogg
Mall in front of the hotel, featuring
the St. Paul Parks and Recreation
Band. At 11:00 a.m., the traditional
flag-raising ceremonies common to all
Hilton openings took place. The Ma-
rine color guard did the honors and
Mayor Tom Byrne acted for Governor
Rolvaag in raising the Minnesota flag.
Senator Walter Mondale spoke for
the raising of the American flag and
Conrad Hilton spoke when the Hilton
(Around the World) flag was raised.
At 11:45 a.m., a reception in the Capi-
tol Ballroom was held for a thousand
invited guests, followed by the Dedi-
cation Luncheon for the same thou-
sand in the Minnesota Ballroom.

ful Dane is among the authentic ar-
tists at the piano, he avoids proving
it as long as possible, to the mixed
frustration and amusement of the au-
dience, laughing their collective heads
off at his antics and delicious off-beat
humor. Even when he sits down at
the piano there is no assurance he
will play it — on the contrary! For
him staying on the bench is a feat —
more often than not he falls off it, and
there is nothing funnier than seeing
someone as elegant as Victor take a
tumble. He solves the problem in
typically Borge-ish fashion by strap-
ping himself aboard with a seat belt.
In the comedy department he is
unique — his psuedo literal observa-
tions are hilarious. (If you have heard
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the way he bandies Johnny Carson’s
questions on the “Tonight Show,” you
know what I mean.) The whole com-
edy effect is outer space, as if Vic-
tor’s found a new dimension. When
Borge at last elects to sit at the piano,
joined at a twin 88 by fine former
new York Philharmonic pianist Leonid
Hambro, the comedy is still not fin-
ished. Even as they duet they cut up,
fleetingly tossing in snatches of su-
perb piano. At last, in the finale to
his funny act, Victor Borge gets down
to it, showing the capacity crowd the
sterling ability that has won him pian-
istic fame — the selection: a thrilling
rendation of Rachmaninov’s Concerto
Number One, First Movement . .
The lavish “Rome Swings” production
number, showcasing a talented
Broadway company and the exact-
ing dance team of Paula Kelly &
Claude Thompson, continues as the
opener . . .
