It's publicity and P. A. tours
every free moment. I get so tired—so
tired—so tired!”

They affect me so
much, I can’t sleep nights without two
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sleeping pills. Tomorrow, it will be
three. Day after tomorrow, I'll be like
Marilyn Monroe or a Dorothy Kil-
gallen or an Alan Ladd—or any num-
ber who work day and night beyond
their strength! I take a nightcap to
calm down, and then a sleeping pill,
and one day® I'll never wake up. And
you know something—I'll be glad. So
relieved.
