I had two reasons for wanting to
drive through Chicago this year —
one was to visit my very good friends,
Bill and Addie Wolf, and the other
was to attend Nalani Kele’s Polynesian
Revue opening at the Conrad Hilton
Hotel in the Boulevard Room. Leo
Massaro of the Golden Gate in Las
Vegas came east to visit and ride
back with me.

Believe it or not, we have the top

¢ floor Penthouse apartment on the 28th

floor which overlooks all of Chicago.
If I were to describe our whole top
floor apartment you wouldn’t believe
it. Leo has the master bedroom which
is all glass, with full mirrored walls
and ceilings and is almost as fantastic
as the Clara Bow and Rex Bell master
bedroom they had on their ranch way
out of Las Vegas. We have three full
baths, all equipped with theatrical

cover many pages. The reason the
stars like it so well is that there is
virtually no lobby, and as you drive
your car up to the entrance, the only
person you see is the doorman in his
“Beau Geste” uniform, and Riviera-
like bell boy and the desk clerk. On
the lower level is Maxim’s, as famous,
as fine, as elegant, and as good in the
cuisine department as its counterpart
in Paris and the one just recently in-
stalled in Tokyo. It is one of the coun-
try’s only five-star-rated restaurants
and has to be seen to be believed.
The first evening we arrived in
Chicago, Bill Wolf took us to dine at
Maxim’s and Leo Massaro, who has
eaten in all the top spots of Europe
and in this country said he had never
eaten in a finer place or had a better
meal than that which Chef Pierre Orsi
and maitre d’ Rene Borderie served
us. Pierre came here directly from
Maxim’s in Paris. The entire staff of
male servitors and captains in the res-
taurant couldn’t be improved upon
and the food they prepare over flames
at your table and the way they serve
it is luxurious. Not since dining in Eu-
rope have I enjoyed a meal so much
because the entire staff is European

Henry Gaunard, the bell-
man, and Larry Johnson, the night
clerk and auditor, are examples of the
fine employees Bill Wolf surrounds
himself with, courteous, well-groomed
and efficient.

Ray Griffin, Aldrich Jones and John
Blomquist had flown in from Minne-
apolis to join Bill and Addie Wolf and
Leo and me for this opening night
dinner and they all were so intrigued
we not only stayed for the dinner
show (the food by the way was excel-
lent with many Polynesian and Hawai-
ian entrees added to the menu), but
for the late show as well. Rocky
Sennes joined us at our table, as did
that wonderful entertainer and nice
guy, Mahi Beamer, between shows. 1
was pleased when Nalani introduced
me to the audience as coming in to
cover the show for FABULOUS,
which she always does when I am in
the Stardust Lounge to see her show.
I know Stardust will be hard put
to keep her from going on tour and
not returning to its stage out there for
a long time. She will be in demand in |
every entertainment center in the |
country from now on. We wanted to |
have the entire cast over here at the
Astor Tower afterwards for a party
with the Wolfs and my other guests,
