Tolerance, brotherly love, freedom from fear and want, liberty, the rights of
free spcech and thought, the heritage and the cherished traditions which we as
Americans enjoy have made this the greatest nation on earth. By these our lives
are enriched daily but perhaps they become even more meaningful and purposeful
during the Christmas season when men of faith everywhere pause to re-examine
their individual goals and ideals and most important of all, to pay homage to Him
who gave His life that all these things are possible.

Napoleon was a famous gambler
who was always short. In England,
people were losing their heads com-
pletely. Columbus sailed to America
on three ships . . . the Nina. the Pinta
and the Santa Maria. This boy
Christopher gambled on a new route
and won.

He was followed by Magellan, who
was the kingpin of all poker players.
He played all inside hands and, to
this day, poker players everywhere
remember the “Straights of Magellan.”
In those days the Spaniards were us-
ing gold coins instead of silver dol-
lars. This was started by the famous
Cortez, whose great grandson now
manages a magazine in Las Vegas.

Gaming then went underground,
which accounts for all the buried
treasure. Just about this time a very
famous knight, Sir Walter Raleigh,
spread his cloak out on the ground to
start a crap game. This was mistaken

by the Queen for courtesy and she
stepped on it.

Even as the hu-
man body is said to rebuild its tissues
every seven years (or something like
that — I never was very good at phy-
siology), I concluded I needed some
mental rebuilding after seven years
of show reviewing.

Besides my needing a break in the
routine, my legal room mate, Heinz
Rettig, was demanding I take one. In
addition to his active work schedule
as Nevada Director of NCC]J, includ-
ing moderating the “Think” TV show
on Channel 3, he gallantly accompa-
nied me to most of the show openings,
which, like any good thing, had be-
come wearing for him, especially
when it meant giving up what little
time he had for relaxation.

and they’ll have a pretty good idea.
I'm not referring to the ever-youthful
spirit with which most performers, of
all ages, are blessed, although they
do retain a zest for living, normally
considered the exclusive property of
the young. What I am referring to is
children’s behavior at parties.

Do you recall the way the little
boys gathered in groups at one side
of the room, presumably for moral
support, while the little girls gathered
on the other side, peeking at the boys
and admiring each others clothes?
Well, it’s a little different at celebrity
parties, but the spirit is the same. The
celebrities gather in groups recalling
old times and discussing mutual inter-
ests and, on the fringes, there are the
other guests. These include managers,

agents, some members of the press,
publicity people, and non-performing
wives of the stars. The wives, in their
pretty dresses, discuss clothes, chil-
dren, and keep a casual eye on the
starry menfolk. They also play guess-
ing games as to the identity of other
girls as they arrive.

At celebrity parties there are always
lots of glamourous young females in
glittery mini-mini dresses, accentuated
eye makeup, and high-styled hair-do’s.
They join the celebrities. Inquiry re-
veals that most of them are (a) Holly-
wood starlets, (b) show girls or danc-
ers, (¢) wives of hotel owners, or (d)
the wives of personal managers or
agents, frequently former Hollywood
starlets.

The first blizzard of the winter is as nothing compared to the deluge of annual
forecasts due any day now. Economic forecasting has always been a curious
mixture of wishful thinking, whistling in the dark and hope  springing eternal.
Although consisting largely of mumbo-jumbo and non sequiturs, it is taken very
seriously by all concerned. From the dregs of our experience, we have gleaned
a few precepts to follow.

The trick in forecasting is to say absolutely nothing — in several thousand
well chosen words. Lead off with a heavy barrage of statistics. This will confuse
everyone, including yourself. But never use round figures. If the national debt
is $274,658,923.17, be sure to say so — and don’t laugh off the 17c. After all, this
is equivalent to a nickel when the Republicans were in before.

Avoid loose predictions like saying business will be up 10% or down 5%. That
indicates basic uncertainty. Be precise — if it can’t be checked. Specify that
business will rise 7.32% next year unless something happens (something always
does). This provides an out, no matter what.

Don’t overdo your optimism. A disillusioned bankrupt may save the forecast
and throw it in your face someday. On the other hand, there is an unwritten
law against being pessimistic. No one wants to be a killjoy and, besides, real

estate salesmen can be pretty nasty if you queer a deal for them.
The best thing is to be strictly ambiguous, like Nostradamus. It is good clean
fun, and quite simple, once you get the hang of it. So hie with us now to the

SAMPLE ECONOMIC FORECAST

Barring war or peace, there is practically nothing to worry about. Of course,
adjustments will occur and some businesses will go “poof” but, viewed broadly,
this is a healthy thing. Less competition, you know. Indications are that people
will continue to eat, sleep and have babies throughout most of 1968. Don’t
sell America short, but, if you do take a gamble and lose, remember we told
you so.
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The annual report has become a thing of beauty and a joy for printers. Gone
are the days when corporation presidents simply sent out a terse mimeograph
stating that the company earned so much last vear compared with so much the
previous year.

Today it takes a CPA to tell what a company made after reserves, amortiza-
tion, taxes and “adjustments”, whatever they are. The facts are further obscured
by the inclusion of countless charts, graphs and “candid” pictures of executives
looking busy and employees looking happy.

Preparation of the report calls for the joint efforts of the Advertising Dept.,
Publicity Dept., Public Relations Dept., Sales Dept., New Business Dept., Old
Business Dept., and any expendable vice presidents not specifically engaged
in the company’s main business, that of making and selling widgets. Designed
primarily as a promotion piece, and hang the expensive, it may even win an
Honorable Mention, Class C Award, along with a few hundred other compan-
ies in the same field.

The most complicated, and dullest, part of any report is the President’s Mes-
sage. It must strike exactly the right balance between optimism and conserva-
tism. If things appear to be going too smoothly, stockholders may get the un-
thinkable idea that the managemnet is overpaid. If difficulties are overstressed,
they may deduce that the job is too big for present incumbents.

The best course is to treat so casually or so technically of company affairs that
no one can figure out what happened. In closing, be sure to come out strongly
against communism and high taxes. This shows a firm grasp of the foreign
situation as well as of domestic problems.

Of course, only two people will ever read the great opus all through: (a) an
assistant statistician in some brokerage firm, (b) Old Man Smithers, age 83,
who owns ten shares of stock.

That fellow Gallup comes up with some highly significant findings once in a
while. We were particularly intrigued by one of his recent polls which indicated
that people would be happier if they had more money. You could have knocked
us over with a deposit slip.

Dr. Gallup even ascertained the exact amount of money necessary to insure
happiness. It seems that seven out of ten people interviewed were willing to
settle for $37.00 more a week. This is a relatively modest price to pay (in 1955
dollars) for universal, or at least widespread, happiness. One or the other po-
litical party should certainly be willing to promise us that much.

Meanwhile, banks and loan companies are happily undertaking the job. Pre-
sumably they make millions of people happy by lending them the money to
buy what they want. The good doctor has us puzzled, however, when he reports
that “men feel that they need more money to make them happy than do women.”

What we need is a poll to determine what happiness is. Although the memory
of our sophomore psychology course is quite dim, happiness was no doubt de-
fined as “the state of being happy” or “the opposite of unhappiness,” neither very
enlightening. Philosophers have tried for centuries to distinguish between ma-
terial happiness and spiritual happiness. The latter is theoretically more desir-
able but it is not an easy concept to sell to a gadget-happy civilization.

To our simple way of thinking, monetary happiness is largely a matter of
relativity — of keeping ahead of the Joneses and of feeling “better off” than last
month or last year. Time was when indoor plumbing was the height of luxury
but today people are unhappy if forced to struggle along with one automobile
instead of two.

This is pretty shallow treatment of the subject, but our space has run out.
