HI THERE boys and girls. .
Uncle Bob back again with more jam
packed thrills and adventures.

The “Chief” is back at the Celebrity
Theatre at the Sands Hotel. Of course
that means only one man . . . Louis
Prima. Louis, with Sam Butera, Ron-
nie Barron, Little Richie Varola and
the Witnesses, featuring Morgan
Thomas. I can’t say much more about
Louis that hasn’t already been said
except that he is a complete showman.
Boy, do I remember the days when
Louis had his big band and recorded
for the old “Majestic” label. The band
was exciting and Louis concentrated
on putting out good music with just
a little hint of the Prima personality
that was to come some twenty years
later, The other night, for some rea-
son, Louis hit me just like that night
I saw him some twenty years ago. He
still plays “Satch” like trumpet, ultra
hip in his ad libs and features every
man for his own specialty. I maintain
that Jimmy Vincent is still one of the
most underrated drummers in the
business. His bit on “Sing, Sing, Sing”
has to be a comedy classic. Incidental-
ly, you may or may not know that
Louis Prima wrote this swing classic
that became one of Benny Goodman’s
greatest record sellers; the song that
stopped the show at Carnegie Hall in
the now famous 1938 Carnegie Hall
concert. The Prima show is fast, ex-
tremely well rehearsed, and genuine-
ly entertaining. In other words, the
perfect Lounge show for all tastes.

Speaking of music and especially
Jazz, fall into the Red Garter Lounge
at the Silver Slipper and catch two of
the world’s greatest. Carl Fontana and
Zoot Sims. What a dream set with
thest two together. In Leonard Feath-
er's Encyclopedia of Jazz, nine out of
ten trombone players list Carl Fon-
tana as their favorite soloist . . . in-
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cluding Urbie Green, who is the most
recorded trombone player in the coun-
try today. Strange that these two
played side by side in Woody Her-
man’s fabled Third Herd. Yet, these
two are each other’s favorite player.
Zoot has won more awards for his
tenor playing than any other man save
Stan Getz. Between the two, you hear
some of the most exciting jazz ever
offered here in Las Vegas. This is the
first time to my knowledge that Zoot
has played here in our town. What a
nice refreshing change in hearing him
in person. Also glad to see Gus John-
son on drums. Gus used to drum for
the Basie band, later for Ella Fitz-
gerald when she first appeared here
at the Flamingo. The Fontana-Sims
brand of jazz is for anyone who ap-
preciates good music. Drop by the
Silver Slipper and catch a set or two.
A word to Georgia Gibbs. You owe
me three dollars. Back in 1955 I was
stationed in New York City. In the
Air Force and with very little money,
I wandered into a crummy joint called
the Anchor Room on West 45th Street
and sat down to partake of a little
wine of the Gods. Someone kept play-
ing “Dance With Me Henry” on the
juke box every four minutes and evi-
dently someone wasn’t a Gibbs fan
. . . hence a fight ensued and hence
. . . the Military Police arrived on the
scene. Yours Truly was scooped up in
the melee and carried off to the local
precinct. After questioning from both
civilian and military personnel I was
let off with a three dollar fine. So . . .
