FRANK GORSHIN, one of the
most versatile male performers in
show business and a favorite here
says, “An entertainer today along the
nitery circuit has to keep an act fresh
and creative. He must love his work
and be dedicated to the stage.”

A few generations ago an enter-
tainer could enter onstage with a
straw hat, a blazer jacket, do a soft
shoe dance and have a straight man
to set up gags.

All that has changed because of
Entertainers
have had exposure and know the likes
of an audience. The public today is
aware of a good or bad performance.

Gorshin told this pillar, “The show-
going public sees more talent in one
year today than all their collective
ancestors put together years ago.”

The versatile performer is a perfect
example. Variety is a must. Gorshin
had to learn to act, sing, dance and
do impressions to be successful.

An entertainer must have transition-
al material and he better be as con-
temporary as this morning’s headlines
or he would be behind the audience
at the start. One must be flexible or
be counted out in the bigtime. The en-
tire success of the evening often de-
pends on the first number.

Today an entertainer must be a
psychologist when playing a live audi-
ence. The worst mistake the perform-
er can make is to presume that the
audience is the same as the night be-
fore. No one knows what creates a
collective mood for a nightclub crowd.

The challenges to the nightclub en-
tertainer are many, but on the more
positive side, this opens more avenues
to him. Pressure makes him challenge
all his personal horizons. :

Most of the stars playing this en-
tertainment capitol of the world must
have stamina and energy to put on
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two shows a night and seven days a
week. The average showgoer fails to
realize that most entertainers never
leave their hotel because of the rigor-
ous schedule. It is not an easy life
even though they earn big money.

A performer has to be a Jack-of-all-
talents and a master of instant crowd
psychology.
