ARE YOU PUZZLED by modern economics? Does the stock market baffle
you? If so, you probably belong to the older generation which, even when
emerging from the caves, had trouble adjusting to new conditions and new
“frontiers.”

A fellow-wonderer recently posed this question: “How come the stock market
goes up when business is bad, earnings are declining and dividends are being
cut?

It is our considered conclusion that business is bad because people are so
heavily invested in the stock market they haven’t any money left to buy
other things.
