The talent situation is getting thin-
ner and thinner each year, but noth-
ing is being done about it. There is
only one solution and that is to adopt
our farm system as in baseball or a
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workshop, as proposed by yours truly.
For four years now we have written
many columns concerning this matter
only to be ignored time and time
again.

What are we going to do about
developing some new stars, gentle-
men?
