Miss Gorme and Lawrence are em-
barking on a tour playing all the smart
supper clubs and theatres throughout
the country, displaying their talents.

When speaking of excellence in the
area of arts, it is automatically synony-
mous with dedication, perseverance,
a respect for their craft and a desire
for perfection, equalled only by the
enormity of the gift of Eydie and
Steve.

Miss Gorme is to many people
America’s unquestioned leader among
the legions of girl singers. Those not
necessarily sharing this definition of
her talents, merely refer to her as
“great.”

The highpoint of her successful
career was perhaps reached early in
1967 when she received the “Grammy
Award,” the coveted trophy of the
recording industry, for the “Best Fe-
male Vocal Performance of the Year”
in her rendition of “If He Walked
Into My Life.”
