Rapid American, which controls a
large retailing and diversified complex
through the control of McCrory Corp.
and the Glen Alden Corp., has been

The corporation is controlled by
Riklis family, whose Glen Alden hold-
ings own Schenley Industries, the li-
quor company. The McCrory Corp.
