Kahn, one of the most aggressive
executives in the nation has been as-
sociated with Shenker in the owner-
ship of Murietta Hot Springs resort
in Riverside County, California, as
well as housing developments and
other businesses in San Diego.

He is also a
banking associate of Thomas.

Dashingly garbed in a blue custom
suit, Trini Lopez has returned with
a slightly longer coiff and more hip
action in his movements. The provoca-
tive smile preempts his brief humor-
isms (“What are you smoking — ore-
gano?”) and that Latin intrigue pre-
vails throughout his songalog. One of
Trini’s most encompassing numbers
is “Y Volvere,” to which he lends a
hushed, romantic interpretation. A
highlight in the Lopez musicale is his
medley, with accent on the mov-
ingly familiar “Cindy,” “Lemon Tree,”
“America,” and “Hammer” tunes. He
doesn’t neglect inclusion of fancy fin-
ger work on his guitars. The South-of-
the-Border stylings call for demand-
ing vocal control, with an audience-
pleaser his Spanish translation of “You
Got A Friend.” The Lopez hour is ani-
matedly drawn to its finale with a
rousing “La Bomba,” that has a frame-
work of lights capping his exciting
performance . . . The irrepressible
Jack E. Leonard is comedy star here,
wearing an undersized hat on his over-
sized humor. The poundage may be a
bit lighter, but not that sensayuma.
The daddy of rapidwit, he unmerci-
fully lashes out with one-liners, with
the auditors hanging onto his every
world. He spares no one, with Sinatra,
Martin, musicians, politicians, et al,
falling foil to his barbs. Jack E. clever-
ly attaches original taunts to song
titles. Among his yock-provokers is
his getting a “German Shepherd to
