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SAAC HAYE

A defier of traditional garb, Isaac
Hayes threatens to shake up the
sophisticated Las Vegas audiences
with his “Hayes Tux” . . . links of
chains absorbing the vibrations from
his otherwise unclad upper torso . . .
or a startling leopard skin jump suit
. .. or a satin front and back panel,
collared and belted, exposing bare
shoulders and arms . .. Whatever he
wears . . . and whatever he performs
at his Sahara debut on February 27,
Isaac Hayes is destined to go on
record as one of the most dramatic
performers to explode in his Enter-
tainment Capital Of The World!

* * *

It's been a long journey for Isaac
Hayes in his quest for recognition.
But he’s already made it from the
Tennessee cotton fields, where he
daydreamed of a musical career, all
the way to Philharmonic Hall in New
York, backed by a 20 piece orchestra,
performing selections from his four
million-selling albums.

Isaac is probably the only musician
who’s appeared at The Hollywood
Bowl with the Los Angeles Sym-
phony, been guest soloist with the
Memphis Symphony and broken the
attendance record at the Apollo
Theatre in Harlem. When Isaac fin-
ally scheduled an extended concert
tour in November of 1971, he had
over a quarter of a million dollars in
bookings.

Behind the staggering statistics is
a charismatic vocalist, pianist, com-
poser, and record producer whose
flamboyant, imposing presence was
once described as “the Hollywood
version of an African Chief.” His al-
bum covers have always conveyed
dramatic images of a unique individ-
ual, from “Hot Buttered Soul,” focus-
ing on his shaved head, to his “Isaac
Hayes Movement,” with its bare-
chested and bechained centerfold, to
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the enigmatic, multi-faced jigsaw
puzzle of “To Be Continued.”

His music innovations, his mysteri-
ous, spiritual image, and his rise
from cotton fields to concert halls
prompted his followers to dub Hayes,
“Black Moses.” Accordingly, his
“Black Moses” album cover depicts
Hayes on a river bank, dressed in a
long hooded robe. The cover unfolds
in the shape of a cross three feet
wide and four feet tall.

Although his records and perform-
ances create a sensational impact,
Hayes is an essentially quiet man
who neither smokes nor drinks. Born
the second child of Isaac, Sr, and
Eula Hayes 28 years ago in Coving-
ton, Tennessee, he spent much of his
time alone. His mother died when
he was an infant, and he’s never seen
his father since he was a year and a
half old. Raised by his grandparents,
who were sharecroppers, Hayes wore
hand-me-down clothes donated by
God-fearing neighbors who believed
that cheerful givers are blessed and
will some day inherit the Kingdom
of Heaven.

“Music was always a welcome in-
vader of my environment as I came
from a family who could only afford
the expenses of self-entertainment. I
can recall sitting on the front porch
many evenings with my grandparents
singing favorite family songs a capel-
la as a child. This was our method of
relaxation, entertainment, and their
means of unloading their burdens at
the end of a hard day’s work,” says
Isaac.

“I can remember listening to the
birds and how beautiful they sound-
ed singing in the trees where I once
played. As silly as it may seem, I
would even look at salt and pepper
shakers on the kitchen table and
make up songs about them. I would
sing about anything that captivated

my thoughts for even a moment.”

While working in the endless rows
of cotton fields under the blazing
sun, his mind would often drift away
to more pleasant thoughts and he
would burst into song. His fellow
workers just considered him “that
good for nothin’ boy.” By the time
he reached his ’teens, Isaac and his
grandparents had moved to Memphis.
Although he yearned to study music,
formal lessons were financially im-
possible for his family.

“I enrolled as a member of the
school band in junior high school in
order to have access to some musical
instruments. There were many times
when my teacher would have to lit-
erally dismiss me from class to keep
me away from the piano,” he recalls.

He had to drop out of school in
order to support the family, but his
teachers helped him finally secure a
diploma at age 21, years after all his
classmates had graduated. He held
various jobs and began working in
local clubs at night. While perform-

ing as a saxophonist with members
of the Mar-Keys, the Stax Organiza-
tion president Jim Stewart invited
Isaac to play on an Otis Redding re-
cording session. More studio work
followed.

Isaac met David Porter at Stax
and the two began writing songs to-
gether and appearing in nightclubs
as a duo. Isaac also worked in a meat
packing plant during the day but
when he got laid off, he decided to
stick with music until he made it.

As both composers and record pro-
ducers, Hayes and Porter began com-
ing up with hit records for Stax art-
ists. They created “B-A-B-Y” and
“Let Me Be Good To You” for Carla
Thomas; “I've Got To Love Some-
body’s Baby” and “I Had A Dream”
for Johnnie Taylor; and “I Take What
I Want,” “Soul Man,” “Hold On I'm
Coming,” ‘Soul Sister Brown Sugar”
and many more for Sam and Dave.
Hayes & Porter wrote over 200 songs
and produced most of them.

Because his earlier efforts as a re-
cording artist were mediocre, Stax
was reluctant to let Isaac abandon his
successful producing and writing ca-
reer and make another attempt as an
artist. But one evening, following a
Christmas party in the converted
movie theatre that housed the Stax
Organization, Hayes was sitting in the
studio with bassist Duck Dunn and
drummer Al Jackson of Booker T. &
The MGs after everyone had left.
Stax executive vice president, Al Bell,
entered the studio and said, “Come
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on, Isaac, I'm going to record you.”

That nlght their stomachs warmed
by champagne, the three musicians
played while Al Bell manned the
controls. His first album “Presenting
Isaac Hayes” was a modest success
and opened the door to future re-
cordings.

Hayes was still virtually unknown
when the “Hot Buttered Soul” al-
bum, which contained only four
songs, was released in May of 1969.
By the end of the year, the LP had
received a Gold Record for sales ex-
ceeding a million dollars, it was #1
on the Soul & Jazz charts and Isaac
was an award-winning artist.
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“Hot Buttered Soul” and the three
albums that followed, “The Isaac
Hayes Movement,” “To Be Contin-
ued . . .” and “Shaft,” all received
Platinum Records for reaching the
two million dollar sales figure. Isaac
also had several hit singles, including
the eighteen minute-long “By The
Time I Get To Phoenix,” “Walk On
By” and “Theme From Shaft,” which

was a million seller.

On April 11, 1972, Isaac Hayes won
the coveted Academy Award for Best
Original Song, “Theme From Shaft.”
He was also awarded a Grammy, a
Golden Globe Award (Foreign Press),
The N.A.A.C.P. Image Award, the
top BMI Award and the All-American
Press Association Award — all for his
work on the motion picture, “Shaft”!
