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Biographical Note

Thomas Rodriguez is known throughout Las Vegas, Nevada for his many years of hard work and
achievements in the political, educational, and social advancement of the Latinx community. Tom
was born in 1940 to Jennie Gomez and Joseph Rodriguez in Topeka, Kansas and he graduated
from high school in a nearby town in 1958. Taking cues from the Chicano Movement of the

1960s, Rodriguez began his writing and activism shortly after graduation. In the 1970s, Rodriguez
graduated with a bachelor's degree in psychology from Washburn University and a Master's
degree in public administration from Kansas University.

In 1981, he moved to Las Vegas, Nevada after being offered a position as the Director of Planning
and Evaluation for the Las Vegas Clark County Consortium. In Las Vegas, Rodriguez crafted the
ordinance that governs the television cable industry, and wrote grants to construct the League of
United Latin American Citizens Multi-purpose senior center and produce the project A Portrait
of Hispanics in Clark County, Nevada. He also filed a civil rights employment discrimination

suit against the Clark County School District. In 1993, Rodriguez co-founded the Latino Youth
Leadership Conference which promotes education as a tool to bring forth change within a
community. He wrote many articles for local Las Vegas, Nevada newspapers, publications for
organizations such as Quién es Quién: A Who's Who Directory of Hispanics in the State of Nevada
for the Latin Chamber of Commerce, and books including Americano: My Journey to the Dream
and Raising Hell and Making a Difference: A Memoir of the First Golden Era of Hispanic Activism
in Las Vegas, Nevada. As of 2020, Rodriguez continues to be a powerful voice in the Latinx
community in Las Vegas.
