(2012). Brown received his B.A. from the University of California, Santa Barbara and his M.A. and
Ph.D. in Rhetoric and Composition from the University of South Florida in 1997. He worked at the
University of Tampa in Florida from 1997 to 2002, then relocated to Las Vegas, Nevada where he
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worked from 2002 to 2012 at the University of Nevada, Las Vegas (UNLV). In 2007, he received the
Barrick Scholar Award for outstanding scholarship.
