Biographical Note

Edwin Giles was born in East Chester, New York on August 27, 1871. Giles moved to Colorado
Springs, Colorado in January of 1893, where he met and married Edith Corliss. They had twins,
Edith Corliss Giles and Richard Scofield Giles, on July 19, 1985. Edwin Giles worked as a mining
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engineer in Cripple Creek, Colorado, before following the mining boom to Nevada. The Giles
family arrived in Goldfield, Nevada in 1907, where Giles began working to develop the Pioneer
Mining Camp at the Pioneer Mine. Giles was elected to the position of Town Surveyor in Goldfield
and held stock in most of the mines in the area. Giles remained active in politics and mining in
Goldfield until his death on March 8, 1950.

His daughter, Edith Corliss Giles made a land claim on a mining property in the Mayflower
District, Nevada at the age of twelve or thirteen. She married John Lucas Cadogan in
approximately 1919, and they had one daughter Jane Alice Cadogan. John Lucas Cadogan died in
1941, and Edith Cadogan went on to marry J. Clyde Barcus on August 29, 1946 in Reno, Nevada.
The couple remained in Goldfield operating the "Odd Shop," a jewelry, glass, and souvenir

shop, until they moved to Las Vegas, Nevada in 1952. The two remained in Las Vegas until their
respective deaths, J. Clyde Barcus in 1966, and Edith Giles Barcus in 1984.
