It is a division of Young Audiences Incorporated Arts for
Learning. The goal of Young Audiences is to enrich the lives of young children through exposure to
the arts. The organization also provides employment and training for local musicians who worked
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and volunteered for the organization. Between the 1960s and 1980s, Young Audiences operated a
Las Vegas chapter called Las Vegas Young Audiences Inc.
